SCHEDULE FOR ST PATRICK STARTING MAY 31ST, 2020

We are blessed that public Masses have resumed in our archdiocese. At the
dame time, we need to be vigilant about maintaining safety in the celebration of
Mass. The potential for the spread of the virus among parishioners and among
the priests of our archdiocese is real. It has happened elsewhere and we do not
want this to occur in our Parish.

Brothers and Sisters, we are dealing with people's safety and lives. There can be
no exceptions to our regulations for the celebration of public Masses. Social dis-
tancing must be maintained during the Mass and the only way to maintain social
distancing when distributing Communion is by the communicant receiving on the
hand.

We live in the knowledge that our actions must be answerable to God. Standing
before God now, our personal preferences and even our personal rights must tem-
porarily yield to the Common Good. It is not that we are forfeiting our rights but
that we understand that love of God and neighbor are to guide our actions.

Our regulations show love of neighbor by seeking to protect all at Mass.
